General Requirements for the Classroom

1. Show respect for other people and their possessions.  Do not mess with other peoples stuff unless you have permission, that includes my stuff!

2. You must be prepared for class.  This is an upper level weighted class, bring the stuff you need to class all the time.  Be responsible.   

3. Have permission before talking in class and getting out of your assigned seat.  You should be in your seat when the bell rings.

4. Follow the directions of the teacher.  The first time!

5. Participate in class (be doing what you are supposed to be doing!)  During lab time you should be working on labs, if you have time to work on “coloring” you should be doing that, during notes you should be listening.

6. Electronic devices:  The only electronic device you have permission to use without asking me is your nervous system and heart!

7. Follow all school rules written in the student handbook.

Breaking any of these rules will result in an office referral or some sort of class punishment.

Classroom Materials

1. Always bring your book unless we are taking a test.  Your book will help you color and it is much harder to do without your book.

2. I would always bring colored pencils/crayons.  It is hard to color without a device that produces colors!
3. After they have been handed out bring your coloring packet every day.  Most days you will have some time to work on them in class.  Smart students will be working on them every day and getting help from me every day.

4. Labs are due the day after each lab, make sure you bring them back and turn them in.

Attendance

1. Attendance will be taken at the first of the hour by checking the seating chart; students are to be in their assigned seats, if not they may be counted absent.

2. All missed work should be made up.  In the case of an unexcused absence, no credit will be given for the work.

3. Homework is given to you usually at least a week before it is due, if you look on the board and pay attention you will know a week ahead of time when we are going to have a test.  Missing the day right before a test or turning in homework will not mean your test or homework due date will be pushed back!
4. Good attendance is highly recommended.  You cannot be successful in this class if you are not here.
Tardies

1. You are tardy if you are not in your seat when the bell rings.

Leaving the Classroom

1. You will not be allowed to leave the classroom without your agenda signed.

2. Only one student will be allowed to leave class at a time.

Grading

1. Grading Percentages for each quarter:

Tests including lab tests: 65% no test make ups or retakes!- 
Homework/Labs: 35%- this includes coloring and lab work.
2. Turning in work

a. On time, 100% minus the amount missed.

b. Late , 50% minus the amount missed.

3. The grading scale follows the student handbook. This is a weighted class.
4. If you are going on a school trip, including extracurricular activities, assignments due that day must be turned in before you leave, unless you have made other arrangements with the teacher.

5. You are responsible for contacting me regarding make-up work for absences.  Work must be completed within the appropriate time as stated in the attendance policy in the student handbook.  If an absence is unexcused, you will receive a “0” for the work missed due to the unexcused absence.
